Steps to Action 

___ Step One: Mark the date(s) on your church calendar. 
 
___ Step Two: Upon receipt of the iPray packet you will receive at  the annual         
   Christmas Banquet, familiarize yourself with the materials enclosed and 
   especially the CD project. 
 
___ Step Three: Share strategy with church leaders. 
 
___ Step Four: Appoint an iPray Leader and Prayer Team personnel to oversee the 
   execution of the strategy in your church.  Give them the necessary 
   material to begin the process.   
 
___ Step Five:  Have each leader complete the commitment form and send back to the 
   State Office.  Have your leaders join the iPray Face Book page and 
   begin the log in process.   
 
___ Step Six: Designate the Sunday you will explain the iPray 21 Days of Prayer and 
   fasting to your congregation.  Use the enclosed materials, including the 
   bulletin inserts as a way of promoting the ministry event.  Have your 
   prayer team and leaders stand to publicly announce their commitment to 
   prayer and fasting. 
 
___ Step Seven: Begin a recruitment process to involve children, youth, and adults of all 
   ages.  Utilize the preaching materials, teaching tools and prayer guides 
   for assistance to involve and encourage those who commit to prayer and 
   fasting.  Collect Commitment cards and send information to the State 
   Offices. 
 
   Instruct people how to log on to the face book page and twitter.  These 
   tools are available to everyone to become involved.  Utilize the iPray 
   iDeas (on CD) to promote new things to your prayer team.
